EICAWNELRE OIS Northern Saw-whet Owls migrate and overwinter throughout South Dakota
Church and they breed in West River conifer forests. In 2011, Nancy Drilling of Rocky
Media Center Mountain Bird Observatory began a long-term project to band these owls and
find out where ‘our’ owls come from and where they go.
